Is the patient aware of common side effects of warfarin?

Is the patient aware of the signs of over / under anticoagulation?

Is the patient aware what might cause over-anticoagulation and how to avoid this happening?

Is the patient aware of what to do if they are suffering from these signs?

Is the patient aware to whom adverse reactions should be reported?

Monitoring
Has the patient had a recent blood test to check their INR?
