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Palliative Care Stock List
· All products on the stock list must be stocked

· If stock is not available from the pharmacy’s preferred supplied an alternative supplier must be contacted and stock level maintained 
· If stock is unavailable for an urgent prescription the procedure for transferring stock must be followed (see below)
· Advice must be sought from the Area Specialist Palliative Care Pharmacist if there is a manufacturing issue and no stock is available.
Expired stock

If stock is due to expire, effort must be made to use this stock prior to the expiry date i.e. contact other Palliative Care Network pharmacies by email or via Whatsapp group.

If stock has expired and requires to be replenished the pharmacy should replace the stock and then reclaim the costs of any expired items from NHS Forth Valley Primary Care, as follows:
1. Retain the packaging of the expired stock

2. Note the quantity of the stock that has expired i.e. where part of a pack has been dispensed and only the remainder has expired.
3. When the replacement stock and invoice arrive:

a. A copy of the invoice should be made and the item of stock being claimed for should be highlighted.

b. The amount being claimed for should be indicated on the copy invoice eg ‘3 of 5 ampoules being claimed for’ (where 2 ampoules from a pack of 5 had been dispensed and only 3 had expired); or ‘full pack being claimed’ (where a full pack had expired).

c. The empty packaging of the expired stock (with the expiry date) or a photocopy of the packaging should be attached to the invoice.  This will provide a check that the stock being claimed for has expired.
d. The annotated invoice and packaging of the expired item should be sent to Pamela Calder, Primary Care Contracts Officer, Suite 2, Carseview House, Castle Business Park, STIRLING, FK9 4SW
2. Payment will be issued via the contractor’s monthly return.

Transfer of stock
If there is an urgent prescription required and the pharmacy where the prescription has been presented does not have the stock, transfer of stock from the Palliative Care Network Pharmacy can be made.

Initially ensure that the prescription is urgent and stock can’t quickly be obtained from the wholesaler.  Only ask patient’s family/carer to travel to another pharmacy if essential, otherwise stock should be transported to the pharmacy. 

The transfer of stock may be between two Palliative Care Network Pharmacies or from a Network pharmacy to a non-network pharmacy.

The closest network pharmacy should be chosen to ensure quickest transfer time and minimise cost of travel.

Appendix 1 is the flowchart for the procedure of transferring stock, appendix 2 and 3 are the stock supply and request sheets.
Labelling of Stock: In most instances the stock transferred will be in original packs, these do not require labelling. When smaller quantities are required the labelling requirements for breaking down bulk will need to be followed, as detailed in the current MEP.
Reimbursement of stock: Reimbursement for the stock will follow normal procedures between community pharmacies.

Reimbursement of Taxi Fare: The taxi fare will be covered by funding from the Community Pharmacy Palliative Care Network and will be reimbursed. The Pharmacy should pay the Taxi fare and request a receipt. The receipt and a copy of the ‘Stock Supplies Sheet’ detailing the stock received to Pamela Calder, at Primary Care Contractor Services, NHS Forth Valley, Suite 2, Carseview House, Castle Business Park, Stirling, FK9 4SW. The payment will be made to the contractor via Pharmaceutical Contracts Officer, PPD payment system.

Return of the Envopak®:  The requesting Community Pharmacist should post the Envopak® back to the supplying Palliative Care Network Pharmacy as soon as possible.
